Each year on April 18, radio amateurs celebrate World Amateur Radio Day.  On that day in 
1925, 84 years ago, the International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) was founded http://www.
iaru.org/. In 2009, the theme of the event is Amateur Radio: Your Resource in Disaster and 
EmergencyCommunication.  "It is not by coincidence that last year's meeting of the IARU 
Administrative Council (AC) http://www.arrl.org/news/stories/2008/06/26/10186/?nc=1 chose 
this subject at this time," said IARU International Coordinator for Emergency Communication 
Hans Zimmermann, F5VKP/HB9AQS. "While the Amateur Radio Service has traditionally 
made its contributions to emergency and disaster response ever since its very beginnings al-
most 100 years ago, this role has gained a lot of importance just in the recent past." 
 
Citing the fact that natural, as well as manmade disasters are on the rise, Zimmermann 
pointed out that today's modern communication technologies are "increasingly complex, infra-
structure-dependent and therefore also increasingly vulnerable. The Amateur Radio Service 
puts two equally valuable assets at its disposal for emergency and disaster prevention, pre-
paredness and response: A large number of very flexible and mostly infrastructure-
independent, local, national, regional and global networks, and a large number of skilled op-
erators, who know how to communicate with often very limited means and to establish 
communications even under the most difficult circumstances." 
 
Zimmermann said that the tools available to Amateur Radio operators "range from the most

robust means such as battery-operated stations operating in Morse code, to links through Ama-
teur Radio satellites and interconnectivity with the Internet, in voice, text, image and data 
modes. They range from local VHF networks of fixed, mobile and portable 
stations to shortwave networks that span the globe. All these networks are operated on a daily 
basis by men and women who are thoroughly familiar with their technology and their intricacies." 
 
"Telecommunications have become a commodity that society takes for granted," Zimmermann 
stated, adding that "the sudden loss of that service is often felt in a similar way to the loss of shel-
ter, food and medical support. When disasters occur in regions that do not have good 
coverage by public networks -- or when existing communications infrastructures have just been 
disrupted or destroyed by such events -- the Amateur Radio Service comes to the rescue. Ama-
teur Radio operators provide communications for the rescuers and relief workers and their 
organizations and they help to provide communications for those affected by a disaster." 
 
Zimmermann continued: "In fact, contributions to emergency and disaster relief are a major argu-
ment for the preservation and the extension of the privileges the Amateur Radio Service enjoys in 
international and national regulations. This is one of the reasons why more and more 
Amateur Radio operators -- through their clubs and their national societies -- prepare very seri-
ously for their role in emergencies; however, their skills can be put to use only if they are known 
by other first responders. Effective response to emergencies can only occur with 
the work of volunteers in all the various fields, from search and rescue to medical assistance and 
those who can provide food and shelter.  Communication skills are a new, but equally vital com-
modity."

Editor’s note: This is part of a series which is intended to better acquaint our members with our 
served agencies.  The following information is from the NAS-T website www.nas-t.com 
 
History  
In the early part of 1980, the Fire Departments in the Northwest area of Franklin County met to 
discuss the growing problem of arson fires in their communities. After much discussion, it was de-
cided to join forces to combat this ever growing problem. 
 
The purpose in forming this fire investigation Task Force was to provide all of the member commu-
nities with a group of experienced fire investigators who, while working together, could investigate 
serious fires and determine the cause and origin. 
 
In 1983, the Task Force was directed to use the same approach towards the Hazardous Materials 
problem. 
 
In 1994, the Task Force was expanded to cover the areas of safety, rescue, and training with the 
goal of standardizing training and better utilization of member fire department resources. 
 
NAS-T is responsible for service to 17 separate political subdivisions. The Team covers a com-
bined area of more than 149 square miles, with a population of more than 182,000. 
 
Today, the Task Force includes fire departments from Northwest Franklin County, Ohio and 
Southern Delaware County, Ohio.

Our purpose is to provide members of NAS-T with the support, training and tools to successfully 
undertake and complete a thorough fire investigation. Our goals are: 
 
1. To determine the fire origin and cause 
 
2. Determine the extent of damage 
 
3. Determine whether it is accidental or arson related 
 
4. If accidental, to determine if it is due to a faulty produce or human error and if it is to attempt to 
bring about education or legislation to reduce the possibility of reoccurrence. 
 
5. If arson related, to pursue prosecution to the fullest extent of the law

Hazardous Materials 
 
Our purpose is to provide members of NAS-T with the ability to mount a full-scale response to an 
incident involving hazardous materials (hazmat). This type of activity is cost-prohibitive for most 
suburban and rural departments. NAS-T allows each member department to commit its unique re-
sources to a particular aspect of the hazmat response. This enables the member agencies to share 
resources and costs associated with hazmat situations.  
 
Fire Prevention 
Our member Fire Prevention Bureaus share information about fire prevention techniques. The Fire 
Prevention Bureaus conduct fire safety imspections and provide fire safety education to schools, 
businesses, and citizens in their respective communities. Many members of the Bureaus also have 
fire investigation responsibilities. NAS-T allows these members the opportunity to share information 
in the fire prevention field and to discuss trends in each community. 
 

As we all know, severe weather can strike with little warning, sometimes with deadly results.  The key 
is knowing what’s important to look and listen for.  By showing you some of the “lookalikes”, we’ll 
help you understand when to act and when to relax. 
 
You will learn from the organizations that know central Ohio weather best; the National Weather Ser-
vice-Wilmington, Franklin County Emergency Management and Homeland Security, the Central Ohio 
Severe Weather Net and the local media.
