2009 COARES Net Control and Event
Coordination Class

Jeff Gould, NSHFP

PLEASE CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING QUESTIONS:

What does it take to run Net Control for a weekly COARES Wednesday Night Net, an Event Net,
or even Emergency Communications Nets? What kind of individual does it take, and what char-
acteristics and skills are necessary to be a Net Control Operator? How do you conduct multiple
nets? How do you deal with malicious interference from “squirrels”™? How do you deal with the
stress of handling Net Control duties? How do you coordinate communications for a scheduled
event? What are the locations to be considered? How do you recruit volunteers for the event?
How do you determine how many volunteers you need? How do you deal with last-minute
changes and cancellations?

These were some of the myriad of questions and details which were discussed during the recent
COARES Net Control and Event Coordination Training Class. The Spring 2009 edition of the
training class was conducted on Saturday, March 21, 2009, at the Franklin County Office of
Emergency Management and Homeland Security, in Northeast Columbus. Out of an original list
of 16 potential students, 12 members of COARES actually attended and completed the training
session.

The day started out with a general discussion of the types of nets, the importance of the Net Con-

trol Operator, and the necessary skills and operational characteristics required. After discussing
other aspects of Net Control, such as extended net operations and multiple shifts, multiple nets /
multiple repeaters, and event communications, we turned our focus to the details behind coordi-
nating event coverage.

The Event Coordination portion of the training dealt with such topics as working with the Event Di-
rector / Race Director to determine what they need, establishing the necessary positions to be
covered, as well as recruiting volunteers. We also talked about previewing the event venue /
course, selecting appropriate repeaters for coverage, and also the option of using Simplex fre-
quencies. The discussion then progressed through the evolution of the communications during
the actual event, including last-minute changes / adjustments, and then what to do after the event
is completed, and completing the event reports.

We then reviewed some actual net recordings, and then conducted a simulated Wednesday Night
Net call-up and Check-ins. We discussed some of the typical problems encountered during the
nets, and how to resolve them in the future.

Attention all COARES hams who volunteer for hospita | antenna tests

The next hospital antenna tests should be performed using the COTS hospital radios! When
you check in with Security, they should be able to provide the hospital radio case. Since the
hospital radio must be connected to 115 VAC, be sure to take along an extension cord to en-
sure that you can reach an outlet. Also, bring a coax jumper cable (12 foot length would be
ideal) to make sure you can reach the antenna connector from the hospital radio operating po-
sition. Bringing an extra barrel adapter would also be a good idea. At the conclusion of the
test, make a note of what length of extension cord and coax jumper cable will be required.
COARES plans to provide the appropriate length of jumper cable for all Franklin County hospi-
tals.
