ment organizations. Johnson said that the decision was made to revise the Level 3 course to be-
come a new Advanced Emergency Communications Course; this, she said, will replace both the 
current Level 2 and Level 3 courses. The new advanced course is set to be released during the 
last quarter of 2009. 
 
Students who have previously taken the Level 2 course will need to have the new advanced 
course to complete the current Amateur Radio Emergency Communications training program, 
Johnson explained. "Those who have completed the Level 1 course may progress directly to the 
advanced course when it is made available; this new course contains content formerly included in 
the former Level 2 and 3 courses." Johnson said that there are no current plans to change the 
Basic Level 1 course and that that course will continue to be offered in its current format.

Established 
in 1904, the department is charged with assuring conditions in which people can be healthy. Co-
lumbus Public Health is made up of a range of programs providing clinical, environmental, 
health promotion, and population-based services. The department has an annual budget of $35 
million and is staffed by 400 full-and part-time employees.

Columbus Public Health is a leader in improving the health and safety of Columbus by monitor-
ing community health status, identifying and addressing public health threats, enforcing laws 
that protect the public's health, and providing services to prevent and control disease. 
 
Our Vision 
All people who live and work in Columbus are protected from disease and other public health 
threats and empowered to utilize health services, health information, and other resources to 
achieve their optimum health.  
 
Columbus Public Health is valued as the leader for identifying public health priorities and mobi-
lizing resources and community partnerships to address them. We have resources to be effec-
tive and to support flexible, committed, and high-performing employees in accomplishing our 
work.
