OSU Football
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New MOU with Red Cross Approved

The ARRL Board of Directors has approved a new Memorandum of Understanding between the

American Red Cross and ARRL. The new MOU is the result of lengthy negotiations between the
two organizations. Being discussed was a Red Cross requirement that Amateur Radio operators
who wished to serve as volunteer communicators agree to have an extensive background check
performed. The new MOU allows for amateurs to avoid agreeing to such checking.

The new MOU includes an agreement by RC to accept the results of criminal background checks
performed by State or local law enforcement agencies as well as checks performed by Myback-
groundcheck.com.

From the time negotiations for the new MOU began, the two organizations had agreed that requir-
ing criminal background on volunteer communicators was reasonable. Unfortunately, the only
mechanism RC identified for having the checks done was through a service that automatically re-
quired the volunteer to agree to multiple forms of checks. These included manner of living and
financial background checks in addition to the needed criminal check. You may recall that RC
asserted they would have no more than criminal checks run on communication volunteers regard-
less of the wording of the agreement the volunteer was required to sign.

We on the ARRL Board did not believe it was appropriate to accept a new MOU that included
such an overly-comprehensive background check agreement. Our goal was to make it possible
for individual amateurs to have three options available when considering supporting Red Cross
communication. These options were to agree to multiple background checks and to agree only to
a criminal background check. The third option, of course, is to choose not to have a background
check run and not to be a volunteer.

This goal has been accomplished. Hams considering becoming RC volunteers now have the full
range of choice.

RC agreement to accept criminal background checks performed by law enforcement agencies
came with one provision. This is that any fee for having the check done will not be paid by
RC. The fee will need to be paid by some other agency or by the individual volunteer. This
should pose no problem in situations in which criminal background checks are performed on be-
half of EMA or other civil agency with which the amateur is a volunteer.

Conclusions: RC and ARRL have an active MOU once again. To volunteer to provide support to
RC as a radio amateur, the amateur will need to undergo a background check. The background
check may be done through the RC at no charge to the volunteer; however, following this process
the volunteer will agree to being subjected to a variety of background checks. Instead of having
background checking done through the RC, Amateur Radio volunteers may have the checking
done by a State or local police agency. Following this process, the volunteer will be required to
pay for having the checking performed provided the fee is not already covered by EMA or some
other agency.

It was refreshing to have RC change its initial position and to agree to accept criminal background
checks performed by duly constituted civil agencies.

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ARRL Sends Ham Aid Equipment to Haiti

Even though the communications infrastructure in earthquake-ravaged Haiti is being rebuilt, there
is still need for Amateur Radio communications. To assist in this effort, the ARRL's Ham-Aid pro-
gram is providing equipment for local amateurs to use.

On Friday, January 22, the League sent a programmed Yaesu VHF repeater with a microphone, as
well as ICOM handheld transceivers, Yaesu mobile 2 meter rigs with power supplies and Kenwood
mobile 2 meter rigs. Comet antennas, Larsen mobile antennas with magnet mounts, coax and bat-
teries were also included in the package that was shipped to the home of the President of the Ra-
dio Club Dominicano (RCD) for distribution. Most items were donated by their manufacturers; the
repeater and power supplies were purchased several years ago using post-Hurricane Katrina grant
funds.

"In the horror of this tragedy, there still are stars and the cooperation between the ARRL, IARU Re-
gion 2 and the Radio Club Dominicano and has been bright," said ARRL Media and Public Rela-
tions Manager Allen Pitts, W1AGP. "It was donations from our members and friends that began the
Ham Aid program in Katrina's aftermath. Now once again, that sharing between hams will provide
help in another worst-case incident. ARRL members and donors need to know that their gifts will be
used very well indeed."

The previously released pool dated January 4, 2010 is invalid for use. The newly revised Techni-
cian question pool will become effective for all examinations administered on or after July 1, 2010;
it will remain valid until June 30, 2014.

The current Technician question pool that became effective July 1, 2006 will expire June 30, 2010.
The new Technician pool contains approximately 400 questions, from which 35 are selected for an
Element 2 examination; it will contain graphics and diagrams, something new for this element.

The current General class question pool was effective July 1, 2007 and is valid through June 30,
2011. The current Amateur Extra class pool was effective July 1, 2008 and is valid until June 30,
2012.
