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| Governor Strickland Proclaims Amateur Radio Appreci ation Day I

Ohio Governor Ted Strickland has proclaimed June 26, 2010 as “Amateur Radio Operators’ Appreciation
Day.” The proclamation was issued in honor of the many thousands of Ohio radio amateurs who have
provided “valuable public assistance through emergency radio communications on a local, statewide, na-
tional and international basis in times of need.” On June 26 and 27 Ohio radio amateurs (hams) will take
part in Field Day emergency preparedness exercises together with thousands of other radio amateurs
throughout the United States. The exercises involve setting up and operating an amateur station, often
using emergency power and simulated emergency communications conditions. Once the stations are op-
erative, the amateurs will compete with similar stations around the country. Field Day is the climax of a
week long “Amateur Radio Week” sponsored the ARRL, the National association for Amateur Radio.

Field Day is a part of ham radio operators’ long tradition of service in providing emergency communica-
tions. Showing the newest digital and satellite capabilities, voice communications and even Morse code,
hams from across the USA will be holding public demonstrations of emergency communications capabili-
ties. Those communications have provided valuable assistance during such disasters as hurricane Katrina
and 9/11 when cell-phones and other communications modes were inoperable. Governor Strickland’s
proclamation recognizes the “importance of the amateur radio operators’ role in preparing for public ser-
vice and emergency communications” and acknowledges that those radio amateurs donate their personal
equipment, time and expertise to this service.

The Central Ohio Amateur Radio Emergency Service will conduct its 2010 field day exercises at New
Song Community Church, 13873 National Rd., Reynoldsburg, OH, beginning at 10 a.m. on Saturday, June
26. The public is invited to attend and observe modern amateur radio communication at work. To lear-
more about Amateur Radio go to www.emergency-radio.org.

Field Day, June 26-27, 2010

Question: What is the most popular amateur radio event in the US
and Canada?
Answer: The ARRL Field Day

Field Day will be held on the weekend of June 26-27. If you have
never participated in a Field Day we can answer some of the ques-
tions that you might have.

During the fourth full weekend in June |, the eyes of the amateur radio community turn towards the annual
Field Day operating event. From the beginning, back in the 1930s as an event to test the field prepared-
ness and emergency communications abilities of the amateur radio community, Field Day has evolved into
the largest on-the-air operation during the year. In 2008, FD logs were submitted by 2,642 clubs, groups
and individuals across the US and Canada to the ARRL Contest Branch. These logs showed participation
by 37,592 individuals and over 1.36 million QSOs were reported during the brief 24-hours of the event.

Field Day is officially an operating event rathert  han a contest . The purpose remains today as it did in
the beginning: to demonstrate the communications ability of the amateur radio community in simulated
emergency situations. Groups across the continent use Field Day as a literal “show and tell” exhibition. At
sites from the tundra of Alaska to the sandy beaches of Puerto Rico, amateur radio brings together its re-
sources to show officials in government and various served agencies what “amateur radio can do”.

Field Day is not a contest, officially . But it is the thrill of the “non-contest contest” that brings out the
best in thousands of amateurs who under most circumstances choose not to participate in the various
“official” sponsored contests. Instead of the emphasis on competition points, we get points for opera-
tors under the age of 18; operating under 100% generator or battery power; providing a display of in-
formation to explain amateur radio to a newcomer; visits by public officials; visits by people from
served agencies; and so on. Everyone, regardless of license status, is given the opportunity to oper-
ate the HF frequencies while under the supervision of members with Extra Class licenses!

Remember that, first and foremost, Field Day should be a fun activity . Field Day serves as one
of the biggest introductory “drawing cards” that we offer in trying to expand interest in the hobby. We
plan to have a cookout for everyone involved; we are looking into using a helium balloon to lift a cam-
era to show a balloon’s-eye-view of the site; cold beverages should be aplenty and we anticipate oper-
ating some VHF or UHF radios in addition to the contest equipment.

What are the objectives for the event?  To work as many stations as possible on any and all ama-
teur bands and by doing so, to learn to operate in abnormal situations under less than optimal condi-
tions. A premium is placed on developing skills to meet the challenges of emergency preparedness,
as well as to acquaint the general public with the capabilities of Amateur Radio.

Whose call sign do we use? COARES will be using the club call sign K8DDG for field day opera-
tions and KABRES for GOTA operations.

What experience do | need to participate?  Absolutely none! Even if you are new to ham radio and
have never worked the HF bands, you can participate in the fun of Field Day. You can learn every-
thing you need at the site. It is easy and there will be several seasoned operators available to help
first-timers.

What do | need to bring? We will provide all the radio gear, antennas, logging systems and instruc-
tions. If you have headphones, those are a plus, especially if you like your own. All you need to bring
will be food, drink and insect repellent (yes, mosquitoes like Field Day too!) We will be operating un-
der a shelter at New Song Community Church, so no alcoholic beverages will be permitted.

Where is Field Day 2010? WE HAVE A NEW SITE! The site will be adjoining New Song Community
Church at 13873 National Road, Reynoldsburg, OH 43068. NSCC is located on Route 40 between
Mink and Taylor roads just one mile east of Taylor Road on Main Street. There are directions follow-
ing this report.

What are the hours of operation?

Set-Up: Sat. 0900 — 1400
Operations: Sat. 1400 — Sun. 1300
Clean-Up: Sun. 1300 - 1500

What happens during Set-Up?  We need to build our station by installing radios in our shelter and
erecting support masts for the dipole antennas. It takes plenty of helping hands to manage the masts
and run the cables. Power will be provided by generators.

How much will | get to operate?  We are hoping to have at least three HF rigs on the air this year.
In addition, we are going to rotate operators frequently during the peak times when several people are
waiting. This will insure that everyone gets as much airtime as possible. If you are a night owl, this is
a great time to operate since some of the bands really open up and there are usually fewer operators
around.

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What if | am new or don’'t know any one? Everyone gets to participate during Field Day. It takes
many hands to put up the antenna and everyone, no matter how experienced, can help to make the
job go more easily. There may be a group of people operating the radios when you arrive. Walk
around and look at the public information table. Observe what the radio operators are doing. You
should find one person on each radio, one person on a laptop computer entering information, one or
more persons with a notepad writing down radio callsigns that the operator has dialed into and a su-
pervisory person providing encouragement, directions or giving a public official a tour. We need to
record only one contact per station per frequency so the people with the notepads are taking notice of
the different callsigns involved in communication to see if we need to contact one or both of the par-
ties. If the “team” determines that they are “dupes” or duplicates the operator will move on to another
conversation to determine whether to try to make contact. By listening to the operator you can learn
what question is posed over the air to solicit a contact and what information is provided to the other
station to identify us, the type of station we are operating and our location. Everyone uses the call
sign K8DDG so you don’t have to worry about forgetting your call sign. Once you have built up your
confidence, you can take a turn sitting in front of the microphone as the next operator. You don’t have
to worry about forgetting what to say because there will be people around you to help prompt you
should you forget.

Can | operate using Morse Code?  Yes, just bring along your favorite key or use the key that be-
longs to the radio owner. Some people would rather work CW the entire time, although most people
work SSB.

What are the rules for Field Day? The ARRL publishes rules for Field Day operations and they can
be found on the ARRL web site at www.arrl.org . There is one file listed as the “rules” and another file
listed as a complete packet for Field Day. If you are going to download the rules you might as well
download the entire packet and get the rest of the information that talks about the weekend.

What about the balloon? In past years we have obtained a weather balloon to lift an 80-meter an-
tenna into the heavens, weather permitting. (And now you know why we don’t schedule the event dur-
ing the Memorial Tournament!) When we use the balloon it works so well we get an outstanding hum-
ber of contacts on 80-meters for most of the night.

Still want to know more?  Come to the June meeting of COARES on the 16" for last minute details.

| hope to see you on Field Day. Itis a lot of fun and you get to work with some very nice HF radios;
you get to learn about operating HF; you get to talk to the people who own the radios and can tell you
about the unique features of one radio over another; and you get experience working the bands during
a period with really crowded conditions. Field Day is also a great social event, so feel free to bring
friends and family. The radio station will be open during our operations with indoor restrooms, air con-
ditioning and a large conference room if we should want to dine inside or recover from inclement
weather.

KOMEN COLUMBUS RACE FOR THE CURE 2010

EVENT COORDINATORS

Saturday May 15", 2010, marked the 18" annual KOMEN COLUMBUS Race for the Cure, an
event that raises money for research to eliminate breast cancer. This event takes over eleven
months of preparation by the Special Events Manager plus 31 chairpersons over various seg-
ments of the event. There are about 1,000 volunteers involved with the successful running of
this event, so it is MUCH bigger than the usual “5K” event we normally see. We had two 5 K
runs, a 5 K walk and a one mile family walk for the participants.

There were 27 amateurs involved this year, providing participant safety around the course, aid-
ing to reunite Lost parents with their children, running a lost and found service, and being of ser-
vice in any way possible.

By far the biggest service we provided was to be a “common mode of communications” between
the Medical units, Columbus Police units, and the Ohio State Patrol units. They did not have
common frequencies of communications, and all communications between these agencies were
passed through the amateur radio liaison operators who were assigned to be with the Columbus
Police, the Columbus Medical, and Ohio State Patrol officers. We also had communicators with
the Event Chairperson, Marshal of Volunteers, and the Road Marshal, a man of many various
jobs.

With this type of inter-communications setup, a call from any one agency could be passed on to
the other agencies and the Event Chairperson, allowing everyone to be informed of any prob-
lems and act swiftly to resolve them.

We also provided radio operators to pass the starting signal to the mile marker clocks, the two
water stops as well as an operator on each corner on the “crooked first mile and a half” and an
operator at every other street corner down the last mile and a half of the course to the finish line.

Jill Keasel, the Special Events chairperson, was amazed and very happy with the coverage pro-
vided. Considering the number of participants they had, we had only four medical calls, three
lost parents, and a lost car key that a woman from Baltimore, Md. was VERY happy to have re-
turned to her.

I'm saving the best for last---- we had 50,286 runners /walkers this year, over 2.5 million dollars

49™ ANNUAL TOSRV BICYCLE TOUR
MAY 8 - 9, 2010

The annual TOSRV Bicycle Tour, from Columbus to Portsmouth, once again took place on its’ ap-
pointed Mother’'s Day weekend, May 8 — 9, 2010. We are always challenged to provide adequate
coverage for the event on that weekend, but as usual, the TOSRV Amateur Radio operators came
through with flying colors.

This year marked the 49" annual event, once again under the direction of Charlie Pace and Rick
Hoechstetter. Both of them readily admit the tour could not be conducted as safely as it is without
our help. Rick and Charlie are always amazed at how quickly we respond to problems along the
course, and also how rapidly we are able to resolve them. When you take into consideration the
length of the event (105 miles each way), it is nothing short of miraculous that we can accomplish
things like reuniting a rider with their lost cellphone by the time the rider reaches their next food
stop!

The roads may have appeared a bit less crowded this year, due to the reduced number of partici-
pants. The number of registered riders for this year’s event was a little over the 2,800 mark, which
is considerably less than in previous years of having 3,500 — 4,000 riders!

We were blessed with good weather for both days of the tour this year, although we also had the
typical headwinds on both days. Saturday’s winds were quite strong, which inevitably tired out
even some of the veteran riders. These winds did tend to also dissuade some of the “first-timers”
from riding on Saturday. Maybe by next year for the 50" TOSRV we may come up with a way to
redirect those winds to benefit the riders each day with tailwinds.

In addition to the COARES group of volunteers,
we also had assistance from amateur radio operators from Portsmouth, Ross County, Pickaway
County, Licking County, Pike County, Meigs County, and also from Cincinnati. | want to acknowledge
the support of members of the Scioto Valley Amateur Radio Club, Portsmouth Amateur Radio Club,
Pickaway County ARES, and Scioto County ARES. | want to thank everyone who gave up some of
their free time for the weekend, and came out to provide coverage for the riders. Overall, we had a
total of 92 different amateur radio operators assigned to various activities throughout the weekend!

This year marked the second year of the newly formed TOSRV First Response Teams, under the di-
rection of Kenny Robinson, KC8VWP. Kenny and his volunteers were able to provide us with 8 medi-
cal units on both Saturday and Sunday. The TOSRV First Response Teams were summoned to re-
spond on several riders throughout the weekend, including one which resulted in a hospital transport
at the end of the day on Saturday. Fortunately, that rider was later released from the hospital, and was
not required to remain overnight.

The First Response Team units also had APRS units installed in their mobile units, in order to track
their progress at Net Control. Although there were a few equipment malfunctions, we were able to
successfully track the teams along the route. This capability would not be possible without the assis-
tance of hams from Athens, Chillicothe, and Portsmouth, who have continued to refine and improve
the TOSRV-corridor APRS backbone. We look forward to utilizing the system even more in the fu-
ture.

A special thanks also goes out to KD8EAD for the use of two of his repeaters, in both Chillicothe and
Portsmouth, which were linked together. The repeaters are part of the Southern Ohio Radio Network.
This provided us with a more reliable connection to the southern end of the course, especially south of
the Waverly area. We were able to maintain voice communications all the way into Portsmouth. This
connection also allowed us to simplify the operations at Net Control to just 2 radio set-ups. We look
forward to using this system again in the future.

| would like to express a special thanks to KASRLC, and AA8DN, for providing assistance with orga-
nizing numerous event details again this year, including the connections to the KDS8EAD repeaters.
There are also a few people who deserve thanks for assisting with the Net Control operations again
this year: AA8DN, KABRLC, N8UTI, KD8GUL, KD8IIB, KB8DYR, and KA8ZNY.

PURPOSE

The exercise is designed and developed to validate Columbus Regional Airport Authority’s
emergency operations plans (EOPs) and standard operating procedures (SOPs). Additional
response actions will be conducted in a no-fault atmosphere and will provide Evaluators an
opportunity to meaningfully evaluate Player actions against current response plans and capa-
bilities for a mass casualty, terrorist/I[ED incident.

SCENARIO

Sunshine Airlines is a charter air carrier that has been providing two daily flights from Ricken-
backer Airport to Fort Meyers, Florida at 10:15 A.M. and Charleston, South Carolina at 3:30
P.M. On June 18, 2010 at 8:45 A.M., people begin arriving and checking in. The flight has res-
ervations for 87 people on its Boeing 737 flight to Fort Meyers.

Passengers process through the TSA checkpoint and proceed to the second floor departure
level. After about 30 people have been processed through screening, TSA inspectors notice
one individual who appears to be overly dressed for the warm weather and seems very nerv-
ous as he approaches the metal detectors. One TSA inspector notices some unusual items in
his carry on luggage. The individual is also carrying a jacket that TSA has directed him to place
on the belt for screening. The individual becomes loud, questioning why he is being singled
out. As the TSA inspectors attempt to pull him aside for further examination, they all hear a
large bang outside the terminal building.

As you can see from the above Purpose and Scenario there will be a lot going on at the CRAA
(Columbus Regional Airport Authority) drill this year. The drill will be on FRIDAY JUNE 18,
2010 and the major part of the activity will take place at Rickenbacker Airport. The exercise will
start at 9:00 am with “players” needing to be registered by 8:30. Ten hospitals will be receiving
victims from the exercise and we have been asked to provide operators at each. We will also
need to have an operator on each bus that will be transporting to the hospitals. In addition we
have been asked to man a position at the EOC at Port Columbus, in the Columbus Communi-
cations Truck, and at the exercise staging area. We will need between 25 and 30 operators to
properly staff the exercise.
