Pictures from Tour de Feed

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Saturday morning, June 12th, 2010 dawned with a repeat performance of weather from the previous year.  
We awoke to overcast skies, and the ongoing threat of thunderstorms still lurking in the area.  Can we say 
it was a case of “Déjà Vu”?  This scenario was also vaguely similar to the movie “Groundhog Day”.   We 
spent most of the event playing a game of “Beat the Clock” to finish the event before the heavier storms 
were due to move through the area.   
 
I have to admit, the riders became creative in trying to avoid the bad weather, as many of them opted to 
take a short-cut at the western end of the bike route, so as to shave a few miles from the course.  This did 
allow for us to release some of our radio operators a bit early, so were not committed to being out until 
early afternoon.  In retrospect, I suppose things could have been much worse. 
 
Despite the threatening weather, a dedicated team of 14 faithful COARES volunteers gathered to provide 
communications support for the annual Nationwide Insurance Company Tour de Feed Bicycle Tour.  The 
event is sponsored by Nationwide Insurance Company, and benefits their Operation Feed campaign, as 
well as the Mid-Ohio Food Bank.   
 
This year’s registrants increased to 71 total riders, split between the two overlapping courses, of 30 miles 
and 52 miles.  The two courses were spread across Northwestern Franklin County, Northern Madison 
County, and a short segment of Northern Champaign County.   
 
This was the third year for the Start / Finish point to be located in Hilliard Municipal Park. The park is lo-
cated along Scioto-Darby Road, west of Hilliard.  This location provides a very nice transition to the Heri-
tage Trail bike path, heading northwest out of Hilliard. 
 
This event employs a novel variation on radio coverage by the volunteers.  Instead of having radio opera-
tors stationed at various locations along the course, as they are during TOSRV weekend, they are each 
assigned a specific “patrol sector”.  The courses are divided into 10 different sectors, averaging around 6 
miles apiece.  The operators periodically cruise through the sectors, looking for problem spots, and riders 
needing assistance.  This also provides a simple means of determining how many riders are still on the 
course, and where the “tail end” of the pack is located. 
 
We were also fortunate to have the use of the Madison County 147.285 KE8RV repeater.  This system 
has a remote receive site in the Plain City area, which provides a solid link to the primary system, allowing 
handheld coverage, as well as mobile coverage.  Unlike last year, we did not suffer the aftermath of a 
lightning strike at the receive site.  Instead, we were blessed with great coverage along the entire bike 
route.  
 
This year’s base antenna setup went much more smoothly than last year, as well.  I did confirm that all 
necessary components (mast pipe, feedline, mounting plate, and most of all,  my dual band Ringo an-
tenna) were packed into my car the night before.  It does pay to be prepared!   The antenna installation 
went seamlessly, and we were on the air, with 20 feet of mast pipe supporting the dual band antenna.   
 
There was one slight oversight involving assignments, as I failed to confirm in advance with Hugh, K8UB 
that I assigned him as Net Control.  Fortunately, when I called him Friday evening, he was able to recon-
figure his equipment, to include his portable generator.  We did have concerns about leaving the generator 
open to the rain.  In order to protect it from the elements, we placed it underneath one of the picnic tables 
at the shelter house.  Once we cranked it up, we were good to go with sufficient power to operate the mo-

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bile radio, and the generator lasted for just over 4 hours.  
  
We also discovered one more rather critical piece of information about the shelter house.  Apparently, 
the Parks and Recreation Department was able to install electrical lines in the facility since last year.  
This will prove to be advantageous next year, to insure we have sufficient power to run the radio equip-
ment. We basically treated this event like a mini Field Day operation, using emergency generator power, 
and portable antennas.   
 
We had several new members of COARES involved on this event, as well as several “veterans”, includ-
ing our former Emergency Coordinator, Rich Jordan, AA8DN.  It was nice to have him working a bicycle 
event from the course, instead of at Net Control.  
 
In addition to thanking the Madison County Amateur Radio Club for the use of their 147.285 repeater, I 
would also like to thank the following COARES volunteers for their support again this year:
