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Jeffrey U. Gould, N8HFP 
(August 18, 1955 – July 19, 2010)

Jeff Gould, age 54, died Monday July 19, 2010.  Em-
ployed with the J.P. Morgan Chase Bank.  Volunteer 
for the Central Ohio Amateur Radio Emergency Ser-
vice (COARES); the Greater Columbus American 
Red Cross; OSU Emergency Management; and the 
International Brotherhood of Magicians.  Survived by 
brother, Douglas Gould; niece, Sarah Gould and her 
fiancé Nick Newton; many other loving family and 
friends.  Preceded in death by his parents, Donald 
Urlin Gould and Blanche Gould.  Visiting hours were 
held on Thursday July 22 and funeral services were 
held on Friday, July 23, at the Evans Funeral Home. 
4171 E. Livingston Ave.  Reverend P.K. Fowler offici-
ated.  Interment at Fernwood Cemetery. 
 
Jeff would have likely tried to shorten that obit.  He 
always reminded me to “think like an air traffic con-
troller” and not include unnecessary information – just 
the facts, keep it brief. 

 
It is difficult to think of anyone who was 
involved with the Central Ohio ARES that 
had not been trained by, mentored by, 
coached by or counseled by Jeff at some 
point in their participation.  Jeff taught a 
class on how to run a radio net and how to 
be a coordinator for the communication 
support of local events.  Even if you 
thought you were running the net “alone” 
you would find Jeff monitoring in the back-
ground and breaking in to keep the net 
operating smoothly while you gathered 
your thoughts. 
 
Jeff did not talk a lot about his background 

and training.  A 1973 graduate of Bexley 
High School, he completed advanced 
first aid and EMT training.  When a 
group of Red Cross volunteers in 1979 
decided to recruit a First Aid Service 
Corps (FASC) from members of ad-
vanced first aid classes, ski patrols and 
first aid instructors Jeff found himself a 
founding member.  He met our current 
ARES Emergency Coordinator, Kal 
Dworkin (KA8RLC), who also intro-
duced him to the sport of road rallies 
and in 1986 Jeff obtained his amateur 
radio license as a Technician Plus and 
later updated to General Class.

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Many people do not know that Jeff was a pilot and mem-
ber of the Airplane Owners and Pilots Association 
(AOPA).  In 1981 President Ronald Reagan fired the 
federal air traffic controllers and Jeff attended air traffic 
controller school.  The lessons he learned he applied to 
our electronic communications as well as training for 
new radio operators. 
 
Did Jeff ever master the sleight-of-hand?  The Columbus 
Magi-Fest Magic Convention (one of the oldest and larg-
est magic conventions in the country) recognized Jeff for 
his friendship and involvement as a volunteer board 
member.  Their website described Jeff as “Never one to 
take the spotlight, he preferred to shine on others” and I 
think we all can agree that he was quick to recognize the 

good in others. 
 
Each of us should be so lucky as to have 
touched so many lives with the care and 
grace that Jeff personified.  Bob & Ann Wood 
remembered his parents trying to pick a name 
for their newborn and decided on naming him 
after the Jeffrey Mansion, a wonderful place 
to anyone from the Bexley area.  They de-
scribed Jeff as a “grand and splendid person 
who lived an adult life of service to others in a 
number of ways.” His exceptional care for his 
dad and then longer time of caring for his ail-
ing mother will not be forgotten.  Members of 
COARES will remember the good-natured 
ribbing after Jeff drove from work at Polaris 
back to his mom’s in Canal Winchester and 

then walking late into the meetings at the Franklin 
County Emergency Management and Homeland Se-
curity beginning his presentation with “and in conclu-
sion …” 
 
COARES recognized Jeffrey Gould as the Amateur of 
the Year many, many times.  You could count on Jeff 
to unselfishly give his time to the group and there were 
many hours of planning and networking that people 
never saw at the meetings or events.  Jeff adjusted his 
work schedule to have Saturdays and Wednesdays off 
so that he could participate in radio events.  Do you 
think of Jeff as the Net Manager for COARES? The 
senior member of the Assistant Emergency Coordina-
tors of COARES?  The liaison and coordinator of radio 
support for TOSRV working with Charlie Pace and 
Columbus Outdoor Pursuits?  The coordinator of radio

We remembered how easy it was to talk to him and 
how you felt like he was a friend who knew you all your 
life.  Jeff did not dwell on what was behind him but took 
an active interest in what was happening now and what we could do to make things better.  Perhaps the 
best way to remember Jeff  is to try to be as good a friend as he was and help a new person enjoy the 
radio hobby as much as he did!

In a Report and Order  (R&O) released Wednesday, July 14, the FCC amended Part  97.113 to al-
low amateurs to participate without an FCC waiver i n government-sponsored disaster prepared-
ness drills on behalf of their employers participat ing in the exercise.  The FCC also has amended 
the rules to allow employees to participate in non- government drills and exercises up to one 
hour per week and up to two 72-hour periods during the year. 

“Experience has shown that amateur operations can and have played an essential role in protecting the 
safety of life and property during emergency situations and disaster situations,” the FCC noted in the 
R&O. “Moreover, the current Amateur Radio Service rules, which permit participation in such drills and 
tests by volunteers (ie, non-employees of participating entities), reflect the critical role Amateur Radio 
serves in such situations. However, as evidenced by recent waiver requests, state and local govern-
ment public safety agencies, hospitals and other entities concerned with the health and safety of citi-
zens appear to be limited in their ability to conduct disaster and emergency preparedness drills, be-
cause of the employee status of Amateur Radio licensees involved in the training exercises. We there-

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Columbus Hamfest Review & Drawing Results

The Voice of Aladdin Amateur Radio Club (W8FEZ) hosted its 20th Annual Columbus Hamfest 
on Saturday, August 7 at the Aladdin Shrine Temple near Easton on the Northeast side of Co-
lumbus .  Hundreds of amateur radio operators toured the vendor booths inside and outside the 

air-conditioned auditorium.  Dan Baughman (N8XYJ) and I met in the parking 
lot at 8 AM and took the opportunity to shop for bargains and look for new 
products.  We quickly realized how many people were buying and selling the 
same equipment that we have at home, and that it might be time to look to 
upgrade some of our “toys”.  Dan found numerous tools and socket adapters 
for use with his equipment.  We were impressed to find a vendor carrying the 
same type of covert earpiece and microphone similar to that used by Josh 
Stevens (KB8YQS) at many of our events.  However, we both plopped down 
$25 to the vendor that brought a micro-sized infrared thermometer to the 
event.  

An infrared thermometer is a non-contact temperature measurement de-
vice.  Infrared thermometers detect the energy emitted by all materials and 
convert the energy reading into a temperature reading.  For more information 
and a more capable demonstration of what this technology can do to improve 
the energy efficiency of your home or business you may want to contact Mark 
Griggs (KB8YMN) at http://griggsthermalimaging.com. 

I am happy to say that one of my invitees to the Hamfest came away with the 
first prize drawing.  A friend of mine, Stephen Swaim (KD8SO), is an attorney 
who sails on Lake Erie, skis with Columbus Ski Club, flies as an amateur pilot 
and is an amateur radio operator.  He came to the Hamfest with his son, 
Charles, and was the winner of the Yaesu VX-6R dual band handheld radio 
that was donated by Universal Radio in Reynoldsburg .  The radio comes with 
a lithium-ion battery, is submersible and incorporates the Yaesu Emergency 
Automatic Identification system.  Steve has participated in Field Day with us 
in the past and loaned his HF radio for our use.  Now that he has a new radio 
for his use and his current HT passing on to Charles we hope to see him be-
come involved with some of the COARES activities! 

fore amend our rules to permit amateur radio operators to participate in government-sponsored 
emergency and disaster preparedness drills and tests, regardless of whether the operators are 
employees of the entities participating in the drill or test. We find that extending authority to oper-
ate amateur stations during such drills will enhance emergency preparedness and response and 
thus serve the public interest.” 

In order to allow participation in non-governmental disaster drills -- such as those sponsored by 
ARES® or private hospitals -- the FCC will now allow amateurs employed by an agency participat-
ing in such a drill to participate up to one hour per week. In addition, they may also participate in 
up to two exercises in any calendar year, each for a time period not to exceed 72 hours. “This time 
limitation, which is consistent with the timeframes contained in the waiver requests filed with the 
Commission, should serve to further ensure the use of Amateur Radio for bona fide emergency

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ARRL has standardized the ARES Deploy-
ment Vest.    This reflective style vest is similar to 

the type you'd see police or runners wearing. Place 
this green "bib" over your shirt or jacket. Constructed 
of neon lime green material with large front and back 
reflector panels. Imprinted with the words "AMATEUR 
RADIO EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS" on one 
side and the ARES logo on the other. Lightweight. 
Fold it up, and store this small handful in your immedi-
ate-response kit. Great for ARES volunteers in emer-
gency and public service use (from the ARRL). 

 
According to SEC Jack Sovik, KB8WPZ, standardizing       
on a new vest design does not make your present vest 
obsolete, and you are free to use your present vest in-
definitely.  It does mean that going forward, it is pre-
ferred that ARES members purchase this type of vest when they have need of a new vest.  
Eventually ARES members will have a similar “look” when providing communications service.  
This will further enhance  the professional appearance of ARES volunteers. 

ARLB021 FCC to Allow Government Drills Without a Wa iver as of September 3 
 
In July, the FCC released a Report and Order (R&O) that amended Part 97 -- more specifically Sec-
tion 97.113 -- stating that government entities sponsoring disaster and emergency drills will no 
longer need to apply for a waiver to hold these drills. 
 
Additionally, employees who wish to participate in non-government-sponsored drills and exercises 
may do so under certain conditions. 
 
Part 97 is the portion of the Commission's rules that govern the Amateur Radio Service. In the Au-
gust 4th edition of the Federal Register, the FCC issued a summary of the R&O entitled Amendment 
of the Commission's Rules Regarding Amateur Radio Service Communications During Government 
Disaster Drills -- noting that the effective date of these new rules will be September 3, 2010. 

testing,” the R&O stated. “We emphasize that the purpose for any drills we authorize herein must be 
related to emergency and disaster preparedness. By limiting the purpose in this manner, we further 
ensure that such drills will be appropriately limited.” 

In amending the Amateur Radio rules, the FCC reiterated that it does not intend to disturb the core 
principle of the Amateur Radio Service “as a voluntary, non-commercial communication service car-
ried out by duly authorized persons interested in radio technique with a personal aim and without 
pecuniary interest. Rather, we believe that the public interest will be served by establishing a narrow 
exception to the prohibition on transmitting amateur communications in which the station control op-
erator has a pecuniary interest or employment relationship, and that such an exception is consistent 
with the intent of the Amateur Radio Service rules.” 

The effective date of the R&O is to be determined and will be at some time after its publication in the 
Federal Register. A more detailed story will be forthcoming from the ARRL. From The ARRL Letter
